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We often use the expression, “Just forget 
about the past and embrace the future”.  Do 
we really think the past is filled with only 

bad, ensnaring us in its misery and the future is only 
good, offering us the chance to escape the bondage 
of bad decisions? Will wiping the past from our 
memory…which isn’t really even possible…help us 
have a better, brighter future? Wouldn’t it be wiser 
to spend some time reflecting on the past – what we 
did, what we didn’t do, what we should have done – 
in order to, perhaps, enjoy a more fulfilling future? 	
	 Sometimes we can get so focused on the future, 
we ignore the past and all the valuable lessons we 
can learn from applying a godly perspective to the 
experiences of our past, regardless of the outcome at 
the time.  I don’t want to disregard the promise from 
God’s Word, which assures us that our mistakes can 
and will be buried in the grave of His forgetfulness.  
But that doesn’t mean God can’t use the things of our 
past to inspire us to greatness for His glory. 
	 I thought I came to work at Life Choices 11 years 
ago. I quickly found that my ‘work’ was to serve God 
by offering His grace and mercy to women, in what 
appeared to them to be an impossible situation.  
Hundreds of women later, nothing has really 
changed. His hand of grace and forgiveness still 
extends, as tireless as always.  His heart of mercy still 
beats, never failing to ache for these precious moms 
and babies.  
	 In tears, I prayed this morning with four of our 

precious volunteers for a young woman driving to 
another state to have a late-term abortion.  My dear 
friend, Jessica Roy, Executive Director of Parkgate 
Medical Center in Tupelo, Mississippi, used all 
the tools at her disposal to plead with this young 
woman to continue the life of her unborn child…
to no avail. Unless God intervenes, a life, with 
all its promise and potential, will be lost today.  
And a young mother will go away from that place 
of death crippled because of her decision. Death 
will become a part of her past, which will have 
unending consequences on her future.
	 How will this young woman’s past impact her 
life?  From what I’ve observed with post-abortive 
women, years may go by before she can come to 
a place of healing in her spirit. The past cannot 
be forgotten when it eats away at the hope of a 
bright future because of a devastating decision like 
abortion.  
	 Here’s the tough question for you…what can 
you do to help us give women and their unborn 
children the bright future they deserve, rather 
than the pain and loss of a past that just won’t 
release them?  We can only offer what we have to 
give.  And we can only give as you, in turn, give 
to our work. You have, by your willingness to 
make a financial gift to Life Choices, the power 
to give women the ability to reflect on how their 
consideration to abort in the past was changed 
into a future filled with the love and laughter of a 
precious child. 
	 Positively changing the life of another human 
being is what I offer you today.  All gifts make a 
difference…all gifts create a future for a precious 
baby.  Thank you for making a decision that you’ll 
never want to forget instead, you’ll always want to 
remember.
